AFTERNNOON session 12:45pm - 3:45pm 

DAY-CARE SESSIONS 

We offer wrap-around day-care from 
8am-6pm, 5 days per week for 48 weeks 
of the year, for 2 & 3 year olds as well 

as babies from 6 months to 2 years. 
This is offered with a minimum of 2 days 

and is subject to availability. 
The offer is charged over 50 weeks of 
the year; however we are closed for 4 
weeks plus bank holidays and 5 INSET 

days for staff training. 
 

30 HOUR PLACES 

We offer 30 hour places in 2 ways 
 

30 HOURS TERM-TIME-ONLY 
 

We have LIMITED places for 3 & 4 year 
olds for 30 hours. 

This is offered as an equivalent of 6.75 
hours per day Monday-Thursday and 3 

hours on Friday. 
The hours for this are as follows 

Monday-Thursday 8:45am-3:30pm 
Fridays 8:45am-11:45am. 

You can pay an additional charge to add 
a Friday afternoon session to this as well. 

 

30 HOURS STRETCHED DAY-CARE 
 

We also offer 30 hours for eligible families 
which is stretched over the whole year.  
This is the equivalent of 23 hours per 

week and the difference is deducted from 
the monthly fees. 

15 HOURS STRETCHED DAY-CARE 
 

For 3 & 4 year olds who are day-care we 
give the free 15 hours entitlement by 
stretching it across the whole year. 

This gives the equivalent of 11.5 hours per 
week and the difference is deducted from 

the monthly fees.
